Minutes of the Brundish Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 24th July 2019 (7:45pm) at the Village Hall, Brundish.
1. Present: Cllr A Bryant (Chairman), Cllr N Parsons, Cllr D Longe, Cllr K Banham, C Evans-Hendrick, Cllr T Moody, Clerk Mrs D Bedwell, County Cllr M Hicks and one member of the public.
2. To receive apologies for absence:  Apologies had been received from Cllr C Atkinson.
3. To receive any declarations of interest with regards to items on the agenda: None received.
4. To receive report from the District/County Councillor: Reports received had been circulated to members ahead of the meeting.

.
5. Meeting open for 5 minutes to allow members of the public to speak: There were no comments from the public.
6. To approve the minutes of the Annual Parish Council meeting held 15th May 2019: With two minor corrections noted, it was resolved to approve the minutes as a true record of the meeting held. 

7. Finance: 
a) To approve accounts for payment and note receipts and bank balances: Bank balances were noted and it was resolved to approve the accounts for payment, as follows:

b) Bank mandate: It was again noted that the bank mandate needed to be changed due to previous signatories leaving the Council at the May elections (new signatories names were listed). Cllr A Bryant to action with Barclays Bank.
8. Village Green and Play Area:
a) To consider quotes to replace the pond fence and remove the play equipment: Cllr A Bryant was still waiting for a quote, which he would circulate upon receipt; There were questions raised regarding some of the boundaries; The play equipment was still waiting to be removed and a local parishioner had volunteered to help with this; Cllr C Atkinson had been looking at grants and surveys and would report back when she was next in attendance; Queries were raised with regards to the removing of the fence which indicated further discussion was needed.
County Cllr M Hicks arrived at this point and delivered his report.

Concerns were raised with Cllr M Hicks about a five-dwelling development in the area, which Cllr Hicks advised should be referred to the District Cllr J Flatman. 

b) Summer Fete update: A further meeting had been held by the organising members, all the activities and stalls were in hand and notices had been posted. A decision had been made against the sale of alcohol and only soft drinks/teas and coffees would be available. All the safety notices/risk assessments were being completed, so it was hoped the event would run smoothly.
9. Planning: To consider any applications received and note decisions:
a) Dc/19/02790- Erection of 1 dwelling- Cllr D Longe left the room due to a declaration of pecuniary interest. It was resolved to recommend the approval of this planning application. Cllr D Longe retuned to the room.

b) DC/19/03341 Land at Dairy Farm, The Street- Creation of vehicular access- Following a brief discussion , during which concerns were raised with regards to the need for such an access, the possibility that it was setting  a precedent  and what type of development it may facilitate in the future. It was resolved to recommend the refusal of his planning application on the grounds that it may be used to facilitate further development of the site, before it was duly considered by the council.
10. Correspondence: To note correspondence received and agree any action needed: 
a) Mid Suffolk District Council Local Plan consultation: Members highlighted the fact that following the loss of the Crown, the number of services in Brundish was further reduced, therefore its classification should be changed. 

Some unrest remained with the way the Crown application and appeal had been handled by the Planning Authority and there was a consensus that this matter should be looked into in more detail. 
Questions were also asked as to whether there might be wider plan for Brundish, which neither the Parish Council nor parishioners seemed to be aware and that this should be investigated.

It was agreed that a draft response to the consultation would be prepared and submitted at a later date.

b) Ipswich Northern Route consultation: Noted. Cllr M Hicks had also briefed members on the details pertaining to this matter earlier in the meeting.
11. Chair’s urgent business: any items not on this agenda but of such urgency as to  merit, in the Chair’s opinion, immediate action: In addition to the Barclays Parish Council accounts, it was noted that the Ipswich Building Society Account mandate would also need to be changed (new signatories listed).
12. Reports from Councillors/maters to add to future agenda: Information exchange: It was suggested that Cllr T Moody should be recommended for the position of Village Green warden ; It was reported that some of the footpaths were still missing appropriate signage but in the absence of a footpaths warden, the Parish Council was limited to reporting it to SCC Rights of Way.

13. Date of next Meeting: It was agreed to change the next meeting date from 23rd October to 16th October 2019.

  Temporary exclusion of press and public: That pursuant to the Public Bodies (Admission 
  at meetings) Act 1960 the Public and Press be excluded from the meeting due to the  

  confidential nature of the business to be discussed
14. To consider any confidential correspondence received by the Council: This matter no longer needed to be considered.
