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Dear Friends,

Many years ago | worked alongside a lady who one day told me that she
couldn’t believe in God because of the way her father died. She told me
that her father had had cancer, and his death was a very painful and
protracted process and heart wrenching to witness, and even after quite a
few years, she and her family still felt the pain. When | judged the time to
be right, | asked her why that stopped her believing in God.

What ensued was a very long outpouring of emotion, mainly anger. She
initially blamed God for her father’s suffering, at the time thinking that God
in some way pre-ordained everything that we go through, that God had
decided when and how her father would die. Later, she changed that to
believing that if there was a God, he would not have allowed her father or
anyone, to suffer the way that he did.

| took a deep breath because she had arrived at a knotty problem that had
plagued Christians for centuries:
‘If God is good and all-powerful, why does he allow his creatures to suffer?’

Much has been said and written about the issue and by some very eminent
writers — CS Lewis and Dietrich Bonhoeffer to name just two. But what
becomes apparent is that while we use the word ‘problem’, there is no
solution, or as one writer put it:

‘...no intellectual solution can dispense with the necessity of patience and
courage.’

While | wish that | had had something profound to say to this lady, the fact
is that | didn’t. What brought all this to mind is a saying that | have just
discovered: ‘Faith is not about everything turning out okay, it's about being
okay no matter how things turn out.’

This might have been useful at the time...
