	BPC/21/1: To receive apologies for absence:  Apologies had been received from Cllr K Banham and these were approved by Council.


	BPC/21/2: To receive any declarations of interest with regards to items on the agenda: None received. 


	BPC/21/3: To receive reports from the District and County Councillors: Reports were received from District Cllr J Flatman and County Cllr M Hicks. Both Councillors answered a number of questions put forward by members about various local matters.


	BPC/21/4: To approve the minutes of the meetings held 4 November 2020: It was resolved to approve the minutes as a true record of the meeting held. 


	BPC/21/5: Finance and Administration, Including:

b) Approval of accounts to 30 September 2020 (as reviewed by the Finance Working Group): It was resolved to approve the second quarter accounts.
c) Approval of the budget for 2021/2022 (as recommended by the Finance Working Group: It was resolved to approve the annual budget for 2021/2022.
d) Approval of the precept for 2021/2022 (as recommended by the Finance Working Group): It was resolved to approve the precept for 2021/2022 (£3,976.51-no increase on previous financial year).
e) Review of Internal Audit for year ended 31 March 2020: The Internal Audit report was reviewed by members and any recommendations noted for future reference.
f) To review current banking arrangements: Following due consideration, it was agreed that arrangements should be made to enable the Council to effect online banking and online payments. Cllr A Bryant (one of the signatories) to make the relevant enquiries with Barclays and report back at the next meeting.


	BPC/21/6: Planning: To consider any applications received and note decisions

a) Application: DC/21/00022 - Brundish Manor, The Street- Change of Use of land and siting 180No (45kw) photovoltaic array in paddock. It was resolved to recommend the approval of this planning application.
b) Application: DC/20/05504 Agricultural Building At, Dairy Farm, Brundish- Application for prior approval of a proposed: Change of Use of Agricultural Building to 1no. Dwelling house (Class C3), and for building operations reasonably necessary for the conversion. The Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) Order 2015 (as amended) - Schedule 2, Part 3, Class Q: It was resolved to recommend the refusal of this planning application due to concerns raised in terms of parking and vehicle maneuverability on the site. It was noted that similar concerns had also been raised by the Highways authority. 
c) Decision: DC/20/05303 Cherry tree Cottage, Stradbroke Road- Erection of side extension to form carport with external staircase and room over: Planning permission had been refused.


	BPC/21/7: Open spaces and amenities: To receive any updates on matters discussed at the last meeting and review progress:
a) Play areas: Repairs to the village sign had been completed and invoice received. A delay was to be expected in the provision of quotes for other works due to extenuating circumstances which members were made aware of. For the same reason, a motion was passed that all remaining items on this list were deferred to the next meeting.
b) Village pond- Deferred.
c) Village sign- Deferred.
d) Grass cutting- Deferred.
e) Footpath- Deferred.
f) Highways- Deferred.


	BDP/21/8: To consider any correspondence received:  All relevant correspondence had been circulated to members and there were no outstanding items. Cllr A Bryant informed members that a sum of about £250 had been received from Rix, which was committed to the defibrillator maintenance fund.


	BPC/21/9: Reports from Councillors and matters for future consideration/addition to agenda: Cllr C King enquired about the pond but as mentioned earlier in the meeting, this matter would be progressed by Cllr A Bryant in due course (the requirement for three quotes). 
Cllr C Evans-Hendrick Inquired about the footpaths but there was no further update apart from some minor reports, which members discussed. Cllr N Parsons added that the SCC online reporting facility could also be used by any member of the public/councillor for the issues raised, instead of notifying footpaths officers. Cllr A Bryant suggested that he would try the facility but would also send an e-mail with photographic evidence of the issues raised so that there would be a paper trail recording matters. Cllr N Parsons commented on the swift manner in which the Clerk had handled a recent report to Highways.


	BPC/21/10: Date of next meeting: May 12th (for both APM and APCM), September 7th and December 8th 2021. The Clerk suggested that an earlier meeting would be possible in the event that the accounts were finalised in April or members were able to progress any of the outstanding matters on their allocated lists. The Clerk advised that she would be guided by Councillors’ requirements up until the next agreed dates in May.
